Summary:

Voters in Warrington South think that Brexit is the most important issue facing the country
(46%).

Regardless of how they voted, most think that politicians should respect the result of the
referendum and get on with the UK leaving the EU (54%).

Voters think that the issue has dragged on long enough and the sooner it is finished the better
(78%).

They also believe that, regardless of an MP’s personal views, the way their MP votes in
Parliament should respect the referendum result (64%).

Consequentially, voters say that if their local MP blocked Brexit in Parliament and prevented
the UK leaving the EU, they would be less likely to support them at the next election (50%).
