* Minimum quotas set by age, gender, region, education, occupation, tenure and
ethnicity, and data weighted where necessary to ensure it is representative of the
constituency.

Summary:

Voters in Warwick and Leamington think that Brexit is the most important issue facing the
country (47%).

Regardless of how they voted, most think that politicians should respect the result of the
referendum and get on with the UK leaving the EU (52%).

Voters think that the issue has dragged on long enough and the sooner it is finished the better
(76%).

They also believe that, regardless of an MP’s personal views, the way their MP votes in
Parliament should respect the referendum result (57%).
